Awareness means having an understanding of your position and privileges, being 
mindful of your boundaries, and respecting those of othersmindful of your boundaries, and respecting those of others. This also  
applies to photography and filmingapplies to photography and filming; everything that happens before and after 
the live act are private moments. We would therefore ask you to obtain the consent consent 
of the recognisable personsof the recognisable persons in these situations.

Awareness also means not closing yourself off to oppressive power structures, even 
if you don‘t feel affected. 

None of us are truly free until all of us are free.

This means: 
We want to approach each other with care, respect, and on an equal footingcare, respect, and on an equal footing. 
Anti-Semitism, anti-Islam, racism, ableism, sexism, sizeism, queerphobia, and other 
forms of discrimination are not tolerated in any way.

Affected individuals decide for themselves where an assault begins.
